Rabies?

Rabies is an infectious disease of all
mammals including cats, hamsters,
squirrels and other rodents maintained
as pets.

It infects the brain and spinal cord and
is invariable a fatal infection.

Rabies is transmitted to humans and
other animals by bite of an infected
animal.

Rabies is caused by Lyssa virus

Signs that could arise
suspension of Rabies in a cat

e Any unexplained aggressive behavior or sudden
change in behavioral change
must be considered suspi-
cious.

e (Cats usually manifest rabies
as a furious and dumb form.
About 90% of rabid cats
show the furious form.

An aggressive cat
e  Signs such as salivation,
seizures, twitching, tremors, disorientation, fear,
photophobia and paralysis may be seen.

e  Cats often die of the disease in 3-4 days after
clinical signs are seen.

e Supervise and educate children as cat bites occur
when children Interact with cats.

Rabies is a fatal disease and there is one
Human death due to Rabies every 10
minutes. Rabies claims more than 55,000
deaths in Asia and Africa.
