The MALDIVE TARIKH was presented by the Maldive Sultan to the Ceylon Government in 1922, Here it is
translated “word by word® by Mr, A, Ibrahim Didi in the year 1925, then living in Galle, where he vas
the Maldive Sultan's representant o the Ceylon Government, Mr, Didi had the book in Galle, and he
sent about 15 translated pages at every ocrasion to Mr, Bell in Colombo, Mr, Didi was old, and died at
the end of the year, and that is why the whole Tarikh translation not was compleied,

I believe that the valuable book, the *Maldive Tarikh®, was left in the hands of Mr, Didi‘s son in
Galle, as Mr, Bell had arranged for him to continue with the translation work, Of this nothing is
shown, I also believe that Mr, Bell, who then was 74 years old, never got the book back, Those who nov
are looking for the original "Maldive Tarikh" shall stari with Mr, Didi's son in Galle,

Kr, Didi typed the translations in Galle, mailed thee to Mr, Bell in Colombo, who corrected the
English language with a red pencil with a broad point, Affer this he sent the sanuscript back to Hr,
Didi, who made nev notes with an inkpen and returned it to Mr, Bell who now made a second correction,
this time with a blue pencil, In Mr, Bells last book "The Maldive Islands" 1340, there has appearently
been some furiher alterations of the language, Here I present Mr, Didi's original typewritten text,
and yau can read the first "word for word" translation into, English of the *Maldive Tarikh",

Well satisfied "Yakkhas”, [ and 1 well contented "Rakkhasas®, having
obtained the excellent island as desired, all being greatly delighted,

The King of Vanga had a fair dawghter who, while travelling with a
caravan in Lala in Gujarat [ North India 1, was spied by & lion who
loved her, and "she caressed him without fear, stroking his iimbs”,

The lion, roused to fiercest passion by her touch, took her upon his
back and bore her with all speed to his cave, and there he was wnited

Antiqgue Greek Navigator, who lived around the year 100 8B,C,

Famous because of his repeted voyages from EGYPT / YEMEN to INDIA and
his meteorological observations about the Indian Ocean, He discovered
the Monsoon-winds over the Indian Ocean, which normally is blowing half
the year from the South-West to the North-East and and the other half
year from the North-East to the South-West,

Hippalos was the first person who took advantage of the Monsoon—winds
and sailed direct from Arabia to India, straight over the open Indian
Dcean, in contrast to the earlier coast-bound route along Persia, In
doing this he introduced 2 new, quicker and safer transport way between
Egypt and India, and this was very beneficial for the commercial trade,

He could in ca, 40 days sail direct Yemen-Socotra-Laccadives-Malabar on
the latitude parallel of ca, 12° North, with the South-West Monsoon, and
return half a year later, in the same time and way, by going back with
the North-East Monsoon, In doing so he was able to sail from Egypt to
India and back to Egypt in less than one year, Hippalos himself made
three voyages wsing this new route, and thereby proved its efficiency,

By a close examine of documents from the first century before Christ,
about the trade between Egypt and India, it iIs proven that Hippalos made
one of his journsys in the year 78 B,C, He had, and still has, a great
influence over the trade to and from India using this direct route over
the Ocean,

In sailing direct from Socotra to the Malabar-cvast, both in the same
latitude, Hippalus ships, and all the ships coming after him, must have
encountered the Laccadive or Maldive islands and as they were populated
in those days, it is very likely that the traders went ashore,

Minicoy Island in the centre and with the broad safe passage on both
sides of it, must have been a place for the renswing of fresh-water and
provisions, Early historians have descriebed the barthering activities
between the Minicoy "longboats" and the passing ocean-ships, Minicoy
men, of which 80 X were put at sea when census was taken, has for more
than 1,000 years been famous navigators, seamen and ship-builders, and

This document from ca,l1194 A4,D, is of the greatest interest, and I
predict that this "Isdhoo Loamaafaanu" together with the "Dhabidhoo

The first lines on Plate 1, and Plate 39 are written in "Devanagari®,
the Indian alphabet, all the rest is written in Dhivehi "Eveylaa Akuru®
letters, Ancient Maldivian, Maybee "Devanagari® was a "finer" script,?

It gives us a better view about how the Maldive people changed their
religion from Buddhism to Islam in 1150 to 1200 A,D, It was not the
peaceful process from one day to the other, that Ibn Battuta and Pyrard
has given us, The reasons for the conversion need more research work,

And it gives us much information about the social situation at the
Maldives in the same time, Fore instance:

They had the capital punishment for persons not converting religion,

There was a national taxation for the whole archipaelago,

The different islands in their respective atoll were all known by name,

There were slaves or serfs belonging to the viharas or the mosques,

Some women had up to seven children, Some pepole were extremely poor,

The former taxation for the Buddhisi monasteries was transferred to the
Sultan in Male,

The nine signatory men are from the the four islands, Kelaa, Kendhoo,
Male, and Isdhoo, No one from Minicoy or Addoo atoll,

The Buddhist king before 1141 A,D, was Shri Theemuge Maanaabarana of the
"Lunar Dynasty",

I have used Ibrahim Didi's translation ca, 1922 of the copperplates
Divehi script and the Tana transcript and I have made a transliteration,
freed from many repeated words and sentances, I thank Mr Hassan A,
Maniku, for giving me the righi to copy the only translation in the
Library of Royal Asiatic Society of Sri Lanca, [ OLD DHIVEHI 1

HAIL, When twenty one years had elapsed since the great king Shri
Mahaabarana [ Pre-Muslim Maldive King, Ruled before 1141 A.D.1 of the
noble house of Theemuge, the lord of the prosperous Lunar Dynasty,
became king of this entire country and his reign had come to an end,
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BAZAAR IN MA&LIZ, THE ONLY ONE ON THE GROUF, THE INDIAN
MERCHANTS, WHDO CARRY ON THE FOREIGN TRADE OF THE MALDIVES,
RENT THz SHOFZ FROM THE SULTAN, XYLOGRAFHY in "GRAFHIC”.

When thirty five years had elapsed since this king's nephew, the great
king Swasthi Shri Tribhuvana Aadheethiya became king [Ruled 1141-1166 1,

When nine years had elapsed since this king's younger brother, the great
king Swasthi Shri Buvanaabarana became king [ Ruled 1165-1185,1

When nine years had elapsed since this king's nephew, the great king
named Swasthi Shri Dharmaanandha became king, [ Ruled 1184-11593,1

( Plate 2, } And his reign had come to an end, The king's nephew, the
great king Gadanaadeethiya the Prosperous [ Ruled 11892-1199 1, the
uplifter of the noble Lunar Dynasty, shimmering as placed on gold, firm
as a stable pillar, defender of the entire hundred thousand islands
[ Laksha-deepa 1, auspicious, virtuos, of sweet words, who takes delight
in knowledge, pleasing in every manner, lord of love, mine of jewels,
adorned with the crown set with gems,

In the third year of his regin His Majesty the great king
Gadanaadheethiya, having desiroyed the monastery erected previously on
Isdhoo by the infidel kings, uprooted the image and destroyed it and
having brought the ordained priests of the community of monks belonging
to this monastery all together to Maale and beheaded them, Whatever
benefits were formerly granted to the monastery, he annulled such grants
and ( diverted them to royal treasury,)

( Plate 3, } diverted them to royal treasury, He proclaimed that "I
shall kill the infidels who do not utter the testemony “Saadhath", He
refrained from killing those infidels who entered the faith of the noble
Prophet Mahammad, got them to wtter "Saadhath" and freed them having
performed circumcision on them,

When five hundred and eighty two years had elapsed since the noble
Prophet Mohammad's ascesion to heaven [ 1194-95 A,D,]1, His Majesty the
king Shri Gadanaadheethiya, wanted to do an act of faith towards God. On
an attractive and firm plot of land, situated in the former monastery
land of Shri Isdhoo, After draining the land to exclude water, he had
constructed a stone mosque, and had the timber in it painted with
different decorations, He marked the direction to face the “"Kaaba" in
Mecca when praying,

( Piate 4, ) Placed the pulpit, covered the mosque with thatch and
completed the construction work, He gave it the name Dhumaa [ Jum'aa 1
mosque, On the four boundaries which exisied previously on the land
where the mosque was constructed, he erected walls on the four faces and
established gateways, He also caused the construction of the upward
structures in the ceiling, the alms-house and the store room, and spread
planks for placing the forehead,

All buildings that formerly belonged to the Buddhist monastery in the
garden of the mosque were caused to be transferred as the habitable
property of the mosgue, He discontinued the succession of ordained monks
in the community of Buddhist monks, He placed Isdhoo in the permanent
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position of chief village and established continuity of this status,

Gave it the name "The chief village of the eight divisions”, He allowed
to reside within the families of this village, those who had uttiered
"Saadhath" and those who had been guided In the right path,

He also prohibited those infidels who did not uiter “Saadath” from
residing within the families of the village,

These families which in former times occupied the place of eminence in
Isdhoo,

( Plate 5, namely the families of Velaalu, of Fheni, of Vathi, of
Pasvatthi and of Punavatihi, The people of these families were
proclaimed as belonging to the families of eminence on the island of
Isdhoo,

The reserved cultivational growund which is denated to the residents of
the village from the gardens sclely belonging to the people of all these
families are as follows;

For half the village, twelve "thirteen flat baskets" of cowries, a
basket full of betel leaves and a basket full of areca nuts, all these
were given away,

To the work of the entire village ten "thirteen flat baskets” of
cowries, twelve gadhyaana weights of grain, three bags and twenty five
naalhis [ One naalhi = 1,5 liter 1 of paddy-rice, a basket ful of areca
nut, a basket ful of betel, and all of these goods were given avay,

From this village lying in the group of villages,

{ Plate &, ) have given as gift, and the rent / tax that goes to the
treasury of kings who enjoy the kingship of the entire islands, It is
decreed that the second-level noble officers of the royalty who belong
to the two ranks on this lower side of the foremost rank, having entered
the atoll should set forth towards Isdhoo from this village, and having
caused fivefold ceremonial drums of proclamation to be beaten, should
hold sessions, and having sprinkled [ perfumed ] water, should enter the
village and should cause gifts to be granted to these persons from the
village,

Henceforth is stated the property that were to be given as the main
taxes which was caused to be raised from Isdhoo,

The portions in their entirety which were given to the mosgque of these
three islands from Isdhoo to Gan and to Dhabidhoo, The one and half
share of the hinna tax, state part, portions of the land, formerly
enjoyed by the very poor free inhabitants of Isdhoo,

Half share from the village of Isdhoo

all these, the islands of Isdhoo, Dhiyadhoo [Dhabidhoo, Hadh,13,
Kukulhudhoo [Kukulahaa?, Hadhdhurmatheel, Kalaidhoo ([Kalhaidhoo Hadh,1l
and Kunagaldhoo [Kunahandhoo Hadh,] on Burevi [?1 are to be taken as
separate from Penmaadheni [?7] and assigned to Munyadhoo [71,

this reef, the cultivated lands, what exisis on the land, what grows on
the land, all the lands further away, Graadho [ Guraidhoo, Kolhumadulu ]

( Plate &, 2 Pirinelu [Fieeali, Nilandhool whicth lies in the same
atoll, the land further away and the reef of this island, all these
islands and reefs having been taken together as one island, were
established in continuity as belonging to the maavaruvaa tax [total tax
for a whole island] that arises from Isdhoo and were given to the
mosque,

The following stated lands, portions and reefs are belongings to the
unified cuwltivable islands called "Govi dhoo" which are established as
granted to the mosque, The land on the southern direction in Lhavakadhoo
[Lhavadoo] situated on the reef of Graadhoo [Guraidhool in the
Kelhuvandhoo [Kolhumadulul atoll, the cultivated small island situated
in the lagoon named Vadhuru [Vandhoo or Kandarul lying in proximity to
the same,

The small island in the centre lying in this proximity, the small island
at the end lying in proximity to the same Kelhidhevesbuti [Kalhudheyfu,l

lying in the same reef, ,,, [Illegible linesl ,,, ??tirasa in the same
reef, the same small island Athuputi [?] lying in the same reef,

spread, and the area on the side of the mosque should be beautifully
decorated in this manner, The devotional roadha fast as laid down in the
shariaath of Prophet Nabi Mahammadhu (is io be observed,)

All people who have become Muslims should perform daily namaadhu
prayers, day and night, When the month of Ramadhaan is over, having
given up the fast, two bags of rice should be taken from the main
village of Shri Isdhoo, to be placed in the mosgue and presented to the
maalim priest and the mudim caller, This rice should be considered as
the charity given for the sake of merit of all these noble personages,:

Sheikh ZAIN AL-DIN, even called Al MALABARI, has written the book
“Thofut-ul-Mujahideen" about the Malabar history from 1498 to 1579,

This is one of the very few accounts about the Portuguese assultis,
murders and plunderings in 1559 or 1560 on the Indian Ocean Islands,
written by a Muslim native from the Malabar and in Arabic script, It can
be said that this takes place on the Laccadive Islands, but it is the
same time, 1558-1573, when the Maldive Islands vere occupied by the
Portuguese, and suffered under Captain Adiri Adiri, There is no reason
to believe that the conditions were different on the Maldive Islands,

In the text the Portuguese people are called "Franks", [ ARABIC 1

In consequence of the determined convertion manifested by the Franks
( Fortuguese ), and from the increase of poverty and decay amongst the
Mahomedans, the Zamorin ( Hindu Sovereing of Calicut, "“Sea-king”) was
induced once more to consent to terms with them, After this his subjects
again had to trade under the Portugusse passes, as the commercial
communities of other states did, This pacification took place on the
first day of the month Mohurrum, in the year 963 A.H, ( 1555 A,D,),

About two years later, or a little more, a quarrel took place between
the Franks and the Mahomedans residing at Cannanore and Durmuftun, and
in the districls in the neighbourhood of these places, which continued
for nearly two yesars, hostilities being mutually carried on betwsen
them, After this time the matier was settled, by the Mahomedans
submitting to the introduction of the commercial passes, established by
the fFranks, as they had dons before,

During this warfare against the infidel Franks, a Mahomedan leader of
great status, Alee-Azraja, upon whom God may give his best blessings,
greatly distinguished himself, Having exerted himself with a superior
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zeal and bravery, and lavished his wealth without sparing in the cause,
Although he was not supported.in his efforts by the Ray of Koltree, or
by the majority of the population of his dominions, Consequently to his
defeat, the damned Franks, whom may God abandon to desiruction, set sail
in a fleet of galliots to attack the islands of Malabar, which belonged
to Azraja, and their inhabitants had acknowledged his authority,

Arriving amongst them [ In the year 1559 or 1560, L,Vilgon,l, they
invaded the island of Ameni [ Amini 1, slew a vast number of its
population, and made captives of more than four hundred souls, men and
women, They plundered also every thing of value that it contained, and
burnt the greater part of the mosques and houses that were upon this
island, ©Before their descent upon Ameni they had visited Shatelakum -
[ Kadmat 1, where they had put to death the chief part of iis
inhabitants, and taken many prisoners,

The whole of the natives of these islands are an inoffensive race, being
possessed neither of arms, nor of any means for defence whatever,
Notwithstanding this, a large portion of them suffered death, being
victims to the barbarity of the Franks,

Amongst these was a man of great virtue and piety, who was very old, and
also a2 woman, who was his equal in goodness and piety, These two did not
possess any means of self-defence, yet the Franks seized them, and put
them to death in the most cruel manner, casting dirt and stones upon
them, and beating them with blows that caused ghastly wounds, suffering
until death released them from their barbarity, May God, whose mercy is
unbounded, have compassion on their souls,

These islands are many, but the principal ones, which contain cities,
are only five, These are Ameni [ Amini 1, Kordesb [ Kavaratti 17,
Anderoo [ Amndroth 1, Kaluftee [ Kalpeni 1 and Mulkee [ Minikoy 1, and
of the smaller inhabited ones are Accanee [ Agatti 1, Kunjamunjula
[ Kitlanl, and Shatelakum [ Kadmat 17,

But God be praised who is most high, for when He would make trial of His
servants, He caused the Franks to prosper, establishing them in the
greater part of the sea-ports of this part of the world, For instance,
the ports of Malabar, Guzerat, and the Concan,

Other ports which He gave into their possession, permitting the
influence of their rules to extend over numerous countries, They have
recently built foriresses at Hormoz, Muscat, Diu-Mahal [ Male 1,
Shumtura, Millaeed, Moluccas, at Meelapoor, Nagapatam, and other
seaports of Solmondul, also in many harbours of Ceylon, *%%

The Maldive Islands are some Asiatic Islands out in the Indian Ocean,
which are located close to each other, and placed like 13 grape bunches,
which are called Atolls, They are separated from each other by narrow
water passages, These 13 island-groups are located in a line from North
to South in a distance of 350 or 300 Miles, [ Ca, 550 km,] They have the
folloving names: 1) “Trilladov Matis* ( called by the Portuguese “Cabeca
de las Ilhas"), 2) "Milladove®, 3) "Madope”, 4} "Padypola®, 5) "Malos-
Madon", &) “Ari-Atollon®, 7) “Male-Atollon“ ( where the capital island
Male is situated ), 8) “Polifolu®, 9) "Moluque“, 10) “Nillendour" 11)
“Callomadour®, 12) “Adoumatir", 13) "Sovadov", 14) "Adon and Fove-
Maluque®, [? 14 ?] The last two are counted as one, and all Atolls
together have one King, who resides in Male,

The air of these Islands is not very hot, even if they are located right
under the equator, This is due to the long nights, during which the
dewfall is great, and consequently the day-temperature is tolerable,
Here are found nice Mollusc-shells, Black Coral, and Ambergris, There
are as well turtles, with shells so big that 12 to 16 persons can stand
on them, but also smaller with place for only 4 or 6 persons,

The name of the islands is made up by the two words “Male" and “Dive”,
The first is the name of the capital island of the group, and the second
part is the Maldive word for "Island“, They were discovered in the year
1507, The waters round the Islands are by the mariners called “The
Maldive Sea”, Some believe that the number of islands is about 1,000,
and some hold them to be more than 12,000, Their correct number is
unknown, as some smalle rocks are counted as islands, They are all in a
line,
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The 13 named Atolls are separated from each other by waterways, and the
islands are for the strangers very dangerous, as the stinking water in
the channels emits horrible gases, which causes contagious fevers,
Between these atolls there are also so many crocodiles, that it is
always dangerous to go out sailing,

It is generally considered, that the population of these islands are
immigrants from Ceylon, They are “oil-brown“, and rather short, but well
buildt, Most of them go naked without any cover over their shame, No
one, but the King and his soldiers, is allowed to have their hair uncut,
They are in general rather clever, and are good in the art of healing
and astrology,

On the Islands they do not grow Wheat or Corn, but produce much Honey
[ Cocoa palm Sap 1, Pomegrante, Lemons, Bitter Orange, and Cocoa Nuts,
The trees, which give the Cocoa-nut fruit, are the most important of
them all, It gives a sap or juice, which is prepared in many different
ways, or collected in the different seasons, and it can give 0il, Wine,
Butter, Milk, and Sugar, The fruit is like an Almond, from which they
bake bread, The Leafs are used as Writing-papers, and from the tree-
trunks their Houses and Ships are built,

In these Islands are produced some special shawls, which are so nice,
that they function as money in some places in the main land of India,
The Muhamedan faith is the ruling religion among the people, When a
person from the Islands has made a voyage to Mecca, he is permitied to
show his holiness by cultivating a full beard, All the Islands are
heritable, and specially for the men in the Government, but this is with
the exclusion of the Women,

The main income for the King are wreckages found on the beaches, which
all belongs to him, and also the persons saved from ship-wrechs who he
can use as slaves, His title is "Sultan and King of the 13 Provinces and
the 2,000 Islands,"

In February 1607 the Pengal King invaded the Maldive Islands with 16
Galley ships, The Maldives were not aware or prepared, so they were
totally wnarmed, and as there was no wind, they could not escape, The
Bengal invaders defeated the Maldivians, and when they tried to fight
back, they were put on the spears of the Bengals, The reason for this
attack was the enormous wealth the Sultan had got from the French ship
which had strandsd with Mr, Pyrard de Laval, Pyrard was saved by the
Bengal ships, and he has written an interesting book about these
Islands, which is well worth reading, These Islands are by their
remoteness seldom visited by the Eropeans,

These Cocoa-nuts are in all aspects like the ordinary Cocoa-nut, but
they are shaped in a different way, When the usual nut Is shaped in a
almoust round form, this nuts are formed more like a heart and there
name in the Maldives is “Tavarcare" or "Tdvaakdri" [ The Hard Shelled
Nut 1. As the "Sensnser® [ 0ld people ] worship them like an idoel In
there houses, and as they are loking for them all over,’ they are very
difficult to get hold of, This is what "RUMPHIUS" writes in his "East
Indian Letters” [ Send-Schreiben 1 number 12,

When the husk is removed from the nut, it is like a big pear [?1, oval,
round and pointed in both ends, It is hard, lustrious black, smooth and
polished, It has three raised ribbons,

The dried nut is very solid and white, but somewhal pale, has many
cracks, porous and is without any taste, On the beach are these Cocoa-
nuts to be found, big and small, here and there all over, It is said,
that the Maldive Islands earlier was a part of the main India land, then
the sea-level rose and the land was flooded, the remaining islands are
what was left to find today, The Cocoa-nut Palm-trees, which were stuck
on the seabottom, and the fruits of which now are floating up, are the
Maldive Double Cocos—Nuts,

It is dificult to decide from what Palm—tree they are coming, as no one
has seen the tree nor the leaves of it, It is not allowed for any
private person, to collect and hold these Cocoa-nuts, All what the sea
washes up on shore, belongs to the King, and this can be the reason to
why they are so uncommon,

This fruit is by the population considered to hold enormous powers as
remedy for all kinds of poisons, help against colic, paralysis of
joints, and is good against bad “Jinnis" [ Spirits 1 as well as against
nervous diseases, It causes the patient to start vomiting after the
intake, They also use the Cocoa-nut water, which is found in the Nut, as
a drink, with some of the kernel,
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Curiously are the so called “Gemma Nucis Maldivensis”, which “WORMIUS"
has described in his book “Museo® P,203, well known in India, and the
kernel is used not only, as a medicine against Poison, Spotted fever,
and such sicknesses, but also used as a "Panacée" [ Remedy for every-
thing 1,

In the middle of the Nut-kernel there is a "Bead" by the size of a
pigeon-egg, like a round eye, from which the sprout comes out, It is
smooth, firm and glossy like a pearl but usually with a yellow colour,
and a small part of it is white, In one of the ends is a small point to
be found, where it has been joined with the rest of the Nut, o

The weight of it is roughly one-and-a-half "Quentgen® [ ca, 18 kg, J, and
in water they sink to the bottom, The Indians do frame the Nuts-Shells
with Gold or Silver rings, so that just the skin of their fingers touch
them, and conseguently consider this ringed Nutt-Shells as a strange
amulett against “Jinnis® [ Witchery 1 and all kinds of poisoning, Under
these beliefs it is possible to trace many superstitious traditions, The
book "Experim, Natural" P,35, by “FRANCESCO REDI® has more information
about these, . .

He informes that when a foreing “"Person" who was born in Africa, brought
some Curiosities to an Italian court, among which were a Maldive Double
Cocoa-Nut, He informed about all its qualities, and he said that the Nut
repells all kinds of iron, in opposition to the magnet which attracts
iron to itself, The author will not confirm this, and he had
experimented with a sword to test its credebility, He could not find any
repulsion even though he made all what was supposed to be done for the
test, In the said book there is much more to be read.

About more information concerning the Indian-Nature Science [ about the
Maldive Double Cocos Nut 1, the authors like "HERNANDEZ", "GARZ ab
HARTO®, “ACOSTA", "PISO" and others can be referred to, Moreover, from
these Cocoa-nut Shells they make Tabac-boxes, Bowls, and manny other
like implements, As they are so very uncommon today, it is believed that
they are originating from the Islands of the Antilles, and there they
were common till recently, .

Islands in the Indian Ocean, on the opposite side of the Ganges River,
They stretch from Latitude & ° North to Lat, 4 ° South, They cover a
distance of 200 leguas [ 1,111 km, Right is ca, 900 km,1, but they have
only 30 or 35 leguas widths [ ca, 175 km,], They are all separated from
the main land, and located about 50 leguas [ 275 km,1 from Cape Comorin,

The Maldives were discovered in the year 1506 by the Fortuguese Laurent
d‘Almeyda, son to the vice-roy of the Indies, Afterwards it has been
known that the Islands are divided into thirteen parts, so called
“Atolls", The division is in accordance with the nature, Every Atoll is
separated from the others, and it is made up of a great number of small
islands,

Ptolomy says that in his time there were 1,378 islands outside the
Island of Taprobane [ Ceylon 1, He is certain that the number of island
is great, but that they are diwminishing all the time, because of the
actions of the currents and the sea-swells, They are all made up of
sand, and during the time new islands are formed, The sea is wsually
calm and has only modesrate depths,

On the islands there are many inhabitants, and the islands are filled
with big crabs, as well as a bird called “Fenguin” i,e, Alce,

Because of the islands' position in the Ocean, their temperature is warm
and high and it is the same all day and all night, but during the night
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there is some refreskmenis found in the sea-wind, During the winter,
which lasts about six months, there is much rain which renews the earth,
The Honey, the Rice and many species of Tuberculants grows in abundance
in the Maldives, The Cocoa Nuts is here more common than anywhere else
in the whole world, The Bananas are very delicious,

The religion of the Maldive people is that called the Mohamedan faith,
The Governmeni is an absolute Monarchie, but they are reigned in a good
tradition, in contrast to the rulers of Persia and Japan, and other:
despotic kingdoms, This is especially observed when some persons are in
disgrace, The Maldive King is provoced and alarmed, when he is met by
disobediance and opposition,

On the islands we find the strange custom, that a father is permitted to
give his daughter away into matrimony at the age of ten years, The laws
also permit the husband to take back a wife he has already rejected,
Pyrard, in his description, has also spoken about other laws,

It is believed that the Maldive Islands are populated in ancient times
by Singhalese people, as they Hhave adopted much of the Ceylonese
customs, Nevertheless, there are much ressmblance, The Singhalece are
more black and more wgly, while the Maldivians are born more light-
coloured and have nicer forms and propotions, They do not differ much
from the southern Europeans in their olive skin-colour,

They are indeed a people mixed up by many different nations, which have
come to the islands on strandsd ships, It is a truth that all the women
and all the men have black hair, and really just contributes to their
beauty, which is one of the pleasures of the country, Their idleness and
lustfulness and their vicious dispositions are caused by the climate,
The sex habits of the women are very modest and profligate or immoral,
and they threat their men with great passion and little selfcontrol,

MALE, a small island in the Indian Ocean, which is the capital and
dominant in the Maldive Islands, which has a bad climate for the health
and is all covered with ants, which are very disturbing, The King over
the Maldives resides in this little Island, and he has his palace here,
which Pyrard has given a description of,

The preparations for my visit to these islands were commenced in- the
spring of 1884, as it had been my intention lo proceed thither in
October of that year, but a combination of accidents prevenied ay
departure from Colombo at that time, and I had therefore to wait twelve
months for another opportunity, This delay was unavoidable, owing to the
fact that the high sea which prevails round the islands during the
south~west monsoon, i.,e, from June to September, makes a landing there a
rather dangerous matter, especially if one is cumbered with boxes of
instruments and stores, It was necessary for me to arrive there soon
after the setting in of the north-east monsoon, about the middle of
October, so as to have as long a spell of fine weather as possible,

Seeing that the Maldives where a dependency of the Government of Ceylon
before that colony passed into the hands of the English in 1796, it can
not but be a matter of some surprise that the information possessed
concerning theam should be of such a meagre description, The Maldivians
have long been known as a peaceful and hospitable race, though shy and
suspicious with strangers until they have satisfied themselves of the
latter's friendly intentions, they are not too conservative to oppose
the adoption of new ideas if these are properly introduced, nor are they
deficient in commercial aptitude, One cause of the islands having been
so much neglected is undoubtedly to be found in the bad reputation
acquired by the climate, and another is probably a certain reluctance
on the part of the Ceylon Government to meddle, or appear to meddle,
with the affairs of the Maldivians,

I am not by any means the first European who has paid a visit to the
Maldives, but I can Jjustly claim to be first who has undertaken a
systematic exploration of the group, and who for that purpose has taken
up his abode among and associated with the people, By the courtesy of
the English Government I had been given a passage in the steamer
"CEYLON", the vessel in which Captain Wilding makes his periodical visit
to the lighthouses of Minicoy [ N, of the Maldives ] and the Basses I,
[ Island S, of Ceylon 1, It was arranged that, as she was to proceed to
Bombay to have some repairs effected, I should be left on the way at
Male, and that she should return and fetch me away in two months' time,
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At length, on the morning of the 25th October, 1885, the "CEYLON"
steamed owl of Colombo harbour and shaped her course for Male, the
capital of the Maldive group, situated on the island of the same name,
at the southern end of North Male Atol, exactly in the centre of the
group, We sighted land about 9 A.M., on the morning of the 29th, being
then between four and five miles distant, but there were no landmarks to
indicate which, of the twelve thousand islands which constitute the
Maldive group, was then before us and as we approached we kept a lookout
for any craft the crew of which could assist us, :

Soon a number of fishing-boats [Wood-cutl could be seen approaching and
the engines were stopped to enable us to get a pilot on board, from whom
we learned that we had shaped our course correctly, and had arrived
directly opposite to the island of Male, The panorama which was now’
spread out before us was beautiful in the extreme, The low shore, marked
by the thin white line of the beach, was covered to the height of about
seven feet [ 2 m,] with a thick growth of Jjungle, above which waved the
graceful heads of thousands of cocoa-nut trees, to whith the slight
breeze then blowing imparted a scarely perceptible motion,

As I leant over the bulwarks, admiring the scene, I suddenly became
aware of a painfully pestilential odour which at once dissipated the
romantic thoughts which the beauty of the scene had conjured up, This
was the much-dreaded fever-laden breath of the lagoons, the cause of the
deadly Maldive fever, This stench is dus to a peculiarity in the Atols,
or cluster of islands and reefs which constitute the Maldive group, Most
Atols are formed of a circle of islands, connected by reefs, which
enclose a large tract of water, or lagoon, with depihs varying from ten
to forty fathoms [ 19-74 met,] forming good anchoring-places for ships
which can enter through passages in the barrier reefs,

Most of the islands are small, varying from a hundred yards to a mile
L 100-1600 m,] in length and bredth, and are seldom more than six feel
[ 2 m, 1 above the level of the sea, In many cases the islands form pari
of a ring of coral rock without any opening, the consequence being that
when the sea is calm, the enclosed water becomes rapidly putrid under
the action of the sun rays and emits the pestilential odours to which I
have referred,

Indeed, many of the islands are quite uninhabitable, owing to the coral
ring having grown to a height sufficient to exclude any but the highest
waves, Others, again, are only unhealthy during the season [ The north-
east monsoom 1, the outside sea being able to beat over the barrier
during the time that the south-west monsoon is blowing, and thus to
constantly renew the water within, I discovered afterwards that the
lagoons which emitted the odours I had noticed did not affect the town,
or island of Male, and that, with a few exceptions, the danger was very
much smaller in October and November, than in March and April, that is,
Just after the north-east monsoon had set in,

When we had arrived within five hundred yards [ 450 m,] of the shore the
Turkish flag, which floted from the flagstaff in the northern corner of
the old Portuguese fort [Wood-cutl], was lowered in salute, the "CEYLON"
returning by dipping her ensign three times, The anchor  was dropped
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shortly afterwards, at about two hundred and fi'fty vards [ 225 m,] from
the beach, as foreign vessels are not allowed to enter the harbour of
Male without first obtained the Sultan's permission,

The sight of the stemer had by this time attracted crowds to the beach,
and it seemed as, if the entire population of Male had turned out, About
half-an-hour after the anchor had been dropped a large tance could be
seen issuing from the harbour, it was propelled by forty rowers, and was
soon alongside, It conveyed the messengers from the Sultan, who were
sent to inquire what business had brought us here, and I at once handed
them letters of introduction with which I had been furnished in Ceylon
before my departure, '

At the same time expressing my wish to be conduted as soon as possible’
to the Prime Minister, E, A, Abrahim Deedee [Cut], to whom I had been
specially recommended, UOne of the messengers, named Ibrahim Deedee
[Wood—cutl, who, I was glad to discover was able to speak a little
English, told me that if I returned with them to the shore my request
could be immedialtey compiled with, and I accordingly entered the canoe
with him,

The passage through the surf in this boat is at times a matter of
danger, They are built of a length guite out of propotion to their
breadth, which makes them very unsea-worthy, and to add to the
discomforts of the passenger he is obliged to stand up in the stern, as
no seats are provided for his accomodation, so that unless he keeps a
very sharp look-out he runs considerable risk of being shot overboard
when the boat's stern is lifted by a wave, in which case no power on
earth sould save him unless he happened to be a very expert swimmer,

The boatmen themselves, being as much at home in the water as on land,
are naturally indifferent to the danger, In fact, they are well used to
being ducked, as at certain times of the year they are almost certain to
be capsized during the passage, However, on this occation the surf was
moderate, although sufficiently alarming for a novice, and I was assured
that there was not the slightest risk of an upset,

As I stepped ashore the Vizier [Wood-cutl] came forward, and taking me by
the hand, led me away at once through the principal sireets of the town,
Close behind us my two Cingalese servants walked, dressed in a gala
costume of red satin, [ Note; Rosset had two servants, L,Vilgon,l whilst
a crowd of inguisitive Maldivians brought up the rear, forming a
procession of guite of a large compound surrounded by a high wall, in
the center of which stood a small building, which I afterwards
discovered to be the "Kacheri, answering to the Town Hall of a European
town, which I was invited to enter,

The entrance, destitute of any door, was very low, and it was necessary
to stop nearly double in order to penstrate to the interior, which was
so dark as to make it impossible to distinguish anything for several
minutes after leaving the fierce glare without, A sealt was offered me,
and accepted, and four individuals, whose dress bespoke them as persons
of rank, took their places, two on either hand, Not a word had yet been
spoken since 1 landed, and the silence continued unbroken for several
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minutes after we were seated, I tried to make out what my companions
were like, but the semi-obscurity of the apartment rendered their
features very indistinct, So far as I could make out they appeared to
have regular features, and that tranquil expression usually found in
Orientals, No two of them seemed to be of the same colour, one was guite
fair, the second darker, while the third and forth had complexions which
approached a mahogany tint,

The silence at length began to get irksome, and I therefore inquired of
the messenger whether I should soon be able to speak with the Prime
Minister, He replied that his Exellency was then seated on my right, I
at once addressed myself to him, and after naming different gentlemen in
Ceylon who had sent complimentary messages to him, made my request for
an audience of the Sultan, adding a few words touching the object of my’
visit, He inguired wehether I had any letters for his Majesty the
“Sultan and King", to which I replied in the negative,

I had been advised in Ceylon not to take letters for the Sultan, who can
neither read nor write, and with whom it is advisable to have as little
direct intercourse as possible, he being very averse to Europeans, In
requesting the interview with the Sultan, I further asked for permission
to make a lengthened stay in the islands, and to be allowed to build
houses, collect specimens, and travel from one island to the other
through the group, The Minister departed to carry my request to the
Sultan, and returned in about half an hour,

He informed me that the Sultan would be unable to reply, to my request
for eight or ten days, that he could not give me any answer touching my
wish to travel about the group, but that instructions had in meantime
been given for houses to be placed at wmy disposal, and for any
provisions I might require to be supplied, This was exactly the answer I
had expected, and I was about to express my thanks and withdraw, when
Abrahim Deedee informed me that if I desired it I could have the use of
a house and compound belonging to him [Wood-cutl, which being on the
shore of the harbour, would be much more convenient than one in the
centre of the teown,

I gladly accepted this kind offer, and after thanking him took my leave,
as I wanted to return onboard and get my boxes, of which I had forty-
five, ashore before night, The natives gave every assistance, and the
work was accomplished in good time, and I was able to returne on board
before sundown, leaving my lwo servants to arrange the house which had
been set apart for my use,

The next morning I bade “good-bye" to my friends, Captain Wilding and
the officers of the “CEYLON", and went ashore in the native boat which
had been sent off for me, A stiff breeze had sprung up during the night,
and the high sea then running made the passage to the beach very trying,
whilst the rain which was pouring down added to the discomfort, So that
I was very glad when the beach was at length gained in safety, in time
for a last look at the "CEYLON", which was steaming off towards Minicoy,

Male or Sultan's Island, is situated at the south-eastern corner of
North Male Atol, and is the seat of of Government of the group, It is a
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mile in length by three-guarters in breadth [1,600 x 1,200 m,1, and like
most of the other islands, is in one place more than from six to seven
feet [ 2 m,] above the sea-level, The harbour has been formed from a
part of the lagoon enclosed by a barrier reef which nearly surrounds the
island, and on which a kind of sea-wall, about four feei high [ 1,2 m,1,
has been built with rough blocks of coral, The harbour thus formed
affords very efficient protection to the Maldivian trading boats,
"Daturu Odi*, and fishing boats, "Mas Odi" [Wood-cutl, but the entrance
is too narrow for vessels of more than two hundred tons to enter,

The town of Male struck me as being more regularly laid out and cleaner
than is generally the case in Eastern countries, The sitreets are broad,
straight, shaded with trees, and are kept very clean, The houses are
mostly built of plated cocoanut leaf thatch, They are usually divided
into two apartments, communicating by a doorway closed by a curtain, The
front apartment is the general and sleeping room, and is furnished with
benches round the wall and a few stools beside the bed, which is always
the most conspicious article of furniture in a Maldive house,

This bed is suspended from the roof by chains or rope, the material of
which depends upon the cast [ ! 1 to which the proprietor belongs, High
castes wsing brass chains, middle casts iron chains, and low castes coir
ropes, Legs are also provided in order that the bed may be lowsred down
in case of illnes, when the swinging motion to which it is liable would
be a source of danger or annoyance to the patient, The furniture of the
bed is a matter of great importance, High casies use a matiress and
pillows of red silk, middle casis are content with cotion stuff, while
the low castes sleep on straw,

The mattiress.or straw is covered with a mat, the pattern and quality of
which are regulated by the caste of the owner, The Maldivians display
great skill and taste in the manifacture of these mats, which have
acquired a reputation for harmonious design and permanancy of colour,
They are made only in Suvadiva Atol from grass called by the Maldivians
"Hiu" [Wood—cutl, Only three colours, vis, black, dark yellow and white,
which are obtained from plants and are wonderfully lasting, A good idea
of the ordenary appearence of a high cast bed can be got from the
illusiration representing the reception room of a high cast, [Vood-cutl]

Although the Maldivians keep their houses scrupulously clean, they are
very unhealthy on account of being surrounded by a wall from six to
seven feet [ 2 m,] in height, which impedes the free pasage of fresh
air, this being all the more hurtful as the openings which serve the
purpose of doors and windows are not very large, The bad effecis of this
arrangement are apparent in cases of illness, when the patient as often
as not dies as much from want of fresh air as any other cause,

The inner compartment of the houses is reserved for the women [Wood-
cutl, who remain there when not engaged in houshold or other duties, or
when male visitors are in the house, They are not, however, secluded
with the same sirictness as is observed in other Mohammedan countries,
On several occasions when I was visiting at some of the lower caste
houses the women of the housshold would join in the conversation, though
always remaining invisible in their apariment,
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The remains of the fort erected by the Portuguese [Wood-cutl during one
of their temporary occupations of the islands, probably in the sixteenth
century, [ ca,1520 1 would seem to indicate they looked upon the Maldive
Islands as a position of considerable importance, In my view of Male
harbour it will be seen that the main bastion is a structure of greal
strength, The walls of solid masonry are upwards of twenty feet [ 6 m.1]
in height and in a good state of preservatzon though much over grown
with weed grass, Many.of the old cannon are lying about wi thin the fort,
but are of course gquite useless, being rusty, and choked with coral, A
mast from a ship wreched some two hundred years back is raised in a
corner of the bastion and serves as a flagstaff, Scattered about the
town are upwards of two hundred old camnon, all as unserviceable as
those in the fort,

The Sultan's Palace is situated to the north-east [ South-east, L.V,1 of
the main bastion, in the centre of a large walled enclosure, Before the
gateway are placed about half-a-dozen old cannon [Cut], the only ones
capable of being used, with which salutes are fired on great occasions,
The Palace itself is a large building with an upper floor, Visitors are
received in the verandah which I was able to photograph, [Wood-cutl

Frangois Fyrard de Laval a French adventurer who visited these islands
during his travels in the East early in the seventeenth century, and was
detained here for five years from 1602 to 1607, gives a long and minute
account of the Palace, according to which it contained many fine halls
tastefully decorated, but during my stay I was unable to penetrate
within, and cannot therefore either confirm or amend his description,
Within the Falace enclosure are several buildings used as stores, and an
arena in which the dances and sports take place, on one side of whzch is
a kind of raised covered platform for the accommodation of the ladies of
the Court and some of the higher funcionaries,

There are several mosgues in Male [Wood-cutl, two of them larger than
the others, but they offer no peculiarity either of structure or
ornament which would entitle them to special notice,

Male, being the centre of the government and trade of the whole group,
is naturally the most thickly populated, and as the Maldivians not only
invariably bury people where they die, but are also very careful nol to
inter two in the same place, some idea can be formed of the number of
graves to be seen there, This has been advanced as a reason for the
unheal thiness of Male, and I think that the water drawn from the wells
must inevitably be contaminated, #44

The Maldivians differ somewhat from the Mohamsdan peoples in their
manner of burial, The Mourners as a rule follow the corpse in silence,
and except inveluntarily, do not give audible expression to grief, Six
of the near relations of the deceased act as chief mourners, and bear
the body wrapped in white linen on a bier of candou-wood, Maldivian
“Kadg", to the place of internent, where it is received by the priest,
who chant a spot of monotonus dirge during the ceremony, On the way to
the burial-place CEWood-cutl two or three of the relatives of the
deceased sprinkle the processionists with perfumed water, and aslo
distribute rice and cowries to the poor, )

The grave is generally about four feet deep [Wood-cutl, and when the
body has been laid in it, with the face turned towards Mohamed's tonmb,
it is filled up with clean white sand, and perfumed water sprinkled over
it, A stone is erected over the grave, varying in shape and size
according to the sex and caste of the deceased, and a wooden fence is
also generally added to prevent any one from walking over the grave,
which is considered a great sacrilege by the Maldivians,

No period of mourning is observed, except that the near relatives come
on the three following Fridays to pray at the grave, The priesis receive
as a fee the cotton cloth in which the body was wrapped, and pieces of
money according to the rank and wealth of the deceased, Pyrard says that
when a “great lord" dies the priests sing over the grave for one year,
in the case of a Sultan dying, the ceremony is continued till the death
of his successor,

The ordinary dress of the men is very simple, consisting of drawers, a
cloth bound round the loins, after the mode of the Singhalese, and a
handkerchief twisted round the head [Wood-cutl, On special days, such as
Fridays, when they atiend the mosque, the high casies wear 2 shirt and a
jacket, over which is a kind of long dressing-gown, coming down nearly
to the feet, The turban is only worn by priests and the Sultan, [ Cut J

The women costume is exceedingly becoming [Wood-cutl, Round the waist,
and reaching down to the ankles, is worn a cloth, mostly of native
manufacture, coarse in texture, of a dark chocolate colour, with a
border of parallel black-and-white siripes, Over this they wear a kind
of loose shirt, or gown, of silk, with short sleeves, reaching nsarly to
the knees, wh:ch is not made to fit to the neck and shoulders, but is
gathered in round them, The opening for the neck and arms are ornamented
with embroidery in gold, silver, and silk thread, The hair, which is
black, and generaly long and thick, 1is tied up behind, and &
handkerchief of the same colour as the shirt is bound round it, All
ranks wear a similar costume, the distinctions of caste being marked by
the difference in the quality of the silk stuff of which the shirt is
made, and of the embroidery, [Wood-cutl

The Maldivians are very quite and reserved in their intercourse with
foreigners until their confidence has been gained, when they show
themselves hospitable to a degree, They have few wants, and as they
possess the means of easily satisfying them, are inclined to be
indolent, They are sober, honest, cheerful, and they compare favourably
with the inhabitants of many other Estern countries, They are very
ingenious and expert in their manufactures, and display great aptitude
in the imitation of any European articles they come across, such as
knife-handles, scales, and other small articles of daily use amongst us,

The Sultan is a young man of some three and twenty years of age,
strongly built, and with a well-proportioned figure, His complexion is
fair, and his regular features are well st off by a jet black beard,
worn short, as it is the custom among Maldivian high castes, He is of a
very full habit of body, and the life he leads is such as to preclude
any possibility of his life being a long one, His rule is absolute, and
although he has Ministers whose advise he seeks on any ocsation of
importance seldom if ever profits by their wisdom, and often takes a
course directly opposite to their views,
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He is very adverse to any Iintercourse with foreigners, especially
Europeans, whom he either refuses to see at all or keeps waiting,
perhaps, for weeks before granting an interview, At the time of my visit
this cautiousness had been very much increased by the recent arrival of
news from Zanzibar, giving details of the doings of the Germans in that
part, and he consegquently fancied that my visit had some uwlterior
political design which he could only frustrate by detaining me in Male
until the "CEYLON" arrived to take me away again,

Fortunately for me, his Ministers were not so prejudiced as their
master, and gladly gave me all the assistance they dared in face of the
restrictions put upon them by the Sultan, It is fortunate for this
monarch that he has to deal with the English for the last century, also
that his dominions are little out of the direct march of civilization,
But the time can not be far off when his only choice will lie between
submission to the Europeans or practical effacement,

Although not so strict as formerly, caste distinctions [Note Caste.L,V. ]
are rigidly adhered to, The Sultan naturally occupies thée highest rank,
after him come his near relations, who have the svle right of assuming
the title of “Mannipul® or "Manifulloo”, The next iIn rank are the
descendents of the former Sultans, who have a right to assume the name
and rank of "Didi" or "Deedee', When the Sultan appoints a Minister, or
wishes to show any particular favour, he bestows a title, which has
generally attached to it the ownership of certain islands, which become
either the life property of the favoured person, or else are held by him
during the Sultan's pleasure, The present Ministers, with their titles
and in order of rank, are:

1) Manifulloo, title "F&tina Kilage-fanu® [Wood-cutl, Treasurer, he is a
near relative of the Sultan, to whom he is next in rank, but he has very
little influence over the monarch, hardly more than other high castes,

2) E.A, Abrahim Deedee, title "Dorimaina Kilgé-fanu" [Wood-cutl, Prime
Minister, Abrahim Deedee is undoubtedly the most enligthened of all the
Sultan's subjects, To him is entrusted the management of the trade of
the Maldives, which already shows signs of development in spite of the
restrictions which the Sultan hampers il, He is a great friend if the
English, and spenit some years in Ceylon, acting as Turkish Consul in
Galle, an office now filled by his son, It is to him that I owe the
success of my first visit, I always found him ready to give me every
assistance and information in his power,

3) Hassan Deedes, title "Fanu Dairi Kilagé-fanu" [Wood—cutl, Hassan
Deedee is a cousin of E,A, Abrahim Deesdee, and has the command of the
army, his principle duty being to superintend the fencing and dancing
games which are held periodically by order of the Swltan, One
Interesting fact in connection with him is that he is the only Maldivian
who is allowsed to wear the the old Maldive costume, in which he was
dressed when I took his photograph, This costume nearly resembles that
worn by the women of the present day,

43 A, Muhamedu Deedee, title "Rana Badiri Kilagé-fdnu” [Wood-cutl,

Next in rank to the Ministers are the Viziers, or "Mouscouly®, who have
charge of the divisions, or wards, Maldive “Avari®, into which Male is
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divided, and of which there are four, There are other titles besirowed
by the Sultan which are merely social distinctions, and many of which
can be obtainsd by payment of a few rupees,

The trade of the Maldives must all pass through Male, and is mostly
carried on on the principle of barter, The bazaar in Male [Wood-cutl is
the only one which exists in the group, and it is here that all the
foreign trade is carried on, The shops are the personal property of the
Sultan, who lets them out to a number of Bombay merchants [Bohra,
Gujarati muslims], at rents varying from fifteen rupees to fifty rupies
per month, These Bombay merchands mostly sell rice and cotton goods to
the natives, taking in exchange tortoise-shell, cocoa-nuts, cowries, and
dried fish, ‘

A man's caste is dependent on that of his mother, whose station is notl
affected by marriage, I was not able to find out how many casies are in
existence, but believe that the number is about seven or eight, The high
castes include the first three, and have the sole right of furnishing
the soldiers and dancers of the Sultan, The lowest castes are the toddy-
drawers, Maldive "Ra-veri", When two people of different castes meet,
the lower caste makes way for the higher caste, in company the lower
caste remains standing wntil invited to be ssated by his superior, and
waits till the latter has finished his meal before coming to eat,

The Maldivians are Mohammedans, and it is generally supposed that their
conversion to the faith of the FProphet took place some seven hundred
years back, Although particular in observing the fasis and ceremonies of
their religion, they are not so particular as to the manner in which
this is done, Their mosques are well built and kept very clean, there
are several in Male, but one is mostly used for ordinary festivals and
prayer, and is called the “Friday Mosgue", Maldive "Hukuru Miskitu",

Superstitions exercise a great influence on the daily life of the
Maldivians, much more than religion, They are principally afraid of the
Devil, who is supposed to exercise great power, and whom they make
responsible for all mishaps which befall them, They go out at night very
unwillingly, for fear of meeting him, Should illness visit a house, it
is supposed that the inmates have offended his Satanic majesty in some
way, and prayers are addressed to him, begging him ito tease the supposed
punishment, In extreme cases these prayers are written on a piece of
cotton stuff streched on a small wooden frame, which is exposed before
the house,

The Maldivians do not marry very early, I believe the usual age for men
is between eighteen and twenty, Pologamy is allowed, according to the
Mohammedan law, the number of wives being limited to four, The ceremony
is extremely simple, the man having satisfied the parents of Ahis
intended bride of his ability to support her, the pair attend before the
magistrate of their island, and signify their mutwal wish to be joined
in matrimony, The magistrate thereupon declares them to be man and wife,
calling upon those assembled to be witnesses, It will readily be
wnderstood that a bond so lightly tied can be .as easily severed, Should
a couple not agree, they attend again before the magistrate, who, after
satisfying himself that both parties desire the separation, declares the
marriage annulled,
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The amusements are very few, indeed the islanders are of too indolent
and taciturn a disposition to enter with spirit into any pastime,
Fishing is their favourite exercise, and is indulged in to nearly the
same degree as are hunting and shooting in England, They are fond of
kite-flying, but this pastime is only permitted at certain times of the
year, For indoor games they have chess and a species of "fox and gees”,
played with nine cowrie shells on a board marked out into regular
spaces,

On special occasions organised sports are held, which are generally
witnessed by the Sultan and his wives, At these sports the young men
generallly engage, two at the time, in a kind of fencing exercise with
sticks, which is, however, entirely without interest, [Wood-cutl The
two principal games or dances are the "Maliku-tara" and the "Todu",

TARA, The first came originally from Minicoy, Maldive "Maliku", hence
the name, and is performed by about twenty tom—tom beaters, who go
through a series of slow movements, accompanying their gestures by a
regular thumping of their instruments, [Wood-cutl

TODU, The second game is of pure Maldive origin, it originated in Ari
Atol, and is performed by about six couples of fencers, armed with wands
[Magician's rod] some six feet long, to the ends of which are fixed
metal boxes filled with cowries, resembling the children's rattles in
Europe, Whith these they through a series of movements, timed to the
regular beat of tom—toms, and by striking the wands against one another,
make a contipous rattling noise,

The private band of the Sultan is not without interest, It plays before
the Sultan on special occasions, and sometimes in public, [Wood-cutl The
instruments date from the time of the Portuguese or Dutch, I heard a
performance, but can not say I was able to make much of the music, it
reminded me at times of some airs which I have heard in Arabia, The
leader had a large open book before him, which I asked to be allowed to
see, thinking that it would afford me some information on the subject,
but it only contained a few Arabic characters, not bearing in any way
upon the subject of music,

The Maldive women are very fond of ornaments, and all wear quantities of
rings, brooches, earrings, necklaces, and bangles, which are made either
of gold, silver or brass according to the caste of the wearer [Wood-
cutl, In former times the jewellers were inhabitants of Nilandu Atol,
and travelled from island to island through the group, remaining on each
as long as employment offered, They are now, however, permanently
established on most of the principal islands, The law regulating what
ornaments the women should use were much more strict formerly than now,
At present day a women may wear what she can afford to buy, whatever her
caste may be, The embroidery work produced by the women is remakable for
neat workmanship and tasteful arrangement of the colours used,

As in all Eastern contries, all household duties are left to the women,
who also have to prepare and cook their husbands' food [Wood-cutl, They
are not allowed to eat with their husbands, but must first wait wpon him
until his meal is finished, when they retire to their own aparitment for
their repast, As a ruwle they are decidedly handsome, and many of them
have complexions nearly as the women of Southern Europe,

They are better treated than in other Mohammedan countries, having a
great deal of liberty, They never veil their faces, and the only
restriction to which they subjected is that they are not allowed out at
night, which is not any great hardship for them, as the fear of meating
the Devil is already a sufficient inducement for them to remain at home,

Crime is very rare on the islands, and the punishments inflicted would
generally be considered mild in Europe, Death is never inflicted, the
severest penalty being banishment to an wuninhabited island for a period
commensurate with the offence committed, The commonest punishment is
castigation, the blows being dealt on the back and thighs with a sheet
of- leather inserted into a handle, During my stay a man and women who
had killed their new-born child, the commonsst crime in the Maldives,
were sentenced to castigation and banishment for life,

The woman was first to receive punishment, and I had an opportunity of
witnessing the infliction, She was conducted through the principal
streets of the town securely bound with strong cords, which were firmly
held by two men on either side, Her face was smeared with black and
white paint, and a cocoa-nut leaf fixed to her back stood up about six
feet above her head, Tom-tom beaters marched some twenty paces [ Steps 1
ahead of the procession, and called upon the people to come out and
witness the punishment, At about every two hundred yards a halt was
made, and a strongly-built Maldivian administered between thirty and
forty blows with the leather instrument described above, This was
repeated until the whole town had been traversed,

Next day came the man's turn, and then both were banished io separate
islands for the rest of their days, The punishment here described was
inflicted with the plain leather, which I should say was not capable of
inflicting mwch pain, but I was informed that when the punishment is
intended to be very severe iron-nails are inserted in the leather, which
cruelly lacerate the flesh, This must be of very rare occurrence,
howeaver,

I was wnable to go further than the Island of Male on this visit, as the
Sultan, who suspected I had some uwlterior political design in visiting
his country, refused to allow me to proceed further, [ The disturbance
between England and Germany in East Africa, the Berlin Conference 1885,1]
When he ultimately gave his consent it was too late, as the "CEYLON" was
then due to take me back to Colombo, [ C, ¥, Rosset left Male for
Colombo the 21th of Dec, 1885, L,Vilgon,] and as I had arranged to
exhibit my collection at the "Colonial and Indian Exhibition" [ 1886 in
London 1, further delay was impossible, I intend, however, to revisit
the Maldives before the close of the year, to complete the explorations
begun in Male, b4 4 4

Mr, C, W, Rosset exhibited and made remarks on a series of photographs
taken during a recent visit to the Maldive Islands, and gave the
foliowing account of his collections in these islands, L ENGLISH 1

On ay return from an 18 months' stay among the Veddas of Ceylon, I undertook a journey to
the Maldives, in Oct, [ to Dec,] 1885, in the course of which I passed seventyfive days on
the MNale Atol, The principle objsct of my journsy, was to make a complete Etnographical
collection, as also to take a seriss of photographs of the people, objects and places of
intersst, and so on, and obtain full particulars about habits and customs, manufactures,
trade, $c, I was also able to make a zoological collection,

I was not able to carry out my original plan, as the Sultan absolutely refused to allov ne
to guite Male Atoll, so that I was unable to visit the sowthern islands of the group, It
will therefore be nscessary for me to revisit the islands, when I shall comwence at the
southarnmost Atoll, and hope to gradually work my way north, I hope to leave next Sept, on
ay second Journey,

The Etnographical collection which I was able to bring back Is now exhibited in the Ceylon
Court of the "Colonial and Indian Exhibition®, and this has taken up so wuch of ay time
that 1 have so far been unable to classify and arrange my zoological specimens, A short
paper descriptive of ay stay on Male Atoll will shortly be read before the ‘Royal
Geographical Socisty”,

The zoology of the Maldives is not of importance so far as animals are concernsd, Dowestic
aninals have been imported from India, At the present there are bullocks, cows, sheep, and
goats on dhe islands, the first named, however, are few In number, and all belong to the
Sultan, but the last are reared by the Maldivians, and there are about 500 of thew on Male
Atoll, There are a few cats, and former writers on the Maldives amention the presence of
the Mongoose, but I saw none on Male Atoll, and all the natives with whow I came In
contact told me they had never seen any, Flying foxes are numerous and very destructive
but their ravages are eclipsed by those of the cocoa-nut rats, vho destroy thousands of
nwts yearly, I found a kind of musk-rat, with black-and-white fur and a pointed tail, iIn
large numbers,

I brought with me a large number of lizards, ground-snakes, beetles, butter-flies, fish,
sea-animals, and corals, of which I aw only able to show a small number to-night, The
fauna of the Maldives, i,e, of the Northern Atolls, is very similar to that of India and
Ceylon, I have besn given to understand, on the ather hand, that on the Southern Atolls it
resembles that of Nauritius, the Seychelles, and Madagascar, Birds and butter-flies are
only sesn at certain seasons, The north-east monsoon brings these from India and Ceylon,
which are then to be found on wost islands of the Nerthern Atolls, whilst during the
south-wast monsoon species from Wauritius &c, are brought to the Southern Atolls,

The Maldive Islands are nearly all of coral-forwation, I found several pieces of lava and
punic-stons on the sea-shore, but thess evidently came from Java at the time of the great
eruption and earthguake there [ Krakatau 27 Aug, 1883,1, as the natives assured me they had
only been seen for the last two or three ysars, b3 4]

A TOUR OF MALE

MALE, the capital of the Maldive Islands, is situated in Lat. 4° 10°

The first view of Male, as seen from the outer harbour, is very much
like a small town of the West Coast of India and elsewhere in the HEast.
The general outlook discloses a long, irregular line of small houses, broken
at the middle by more pretentious structures of masonry ; all standing
out against a dense background of coconut and other trees.

On either side, we see a small light house, built on an artificial bank made
of concrete. Soon we are alongside the Landing Jetty. The jetty itself

is quite a good piece of workmanship, testifying to the artistic skill of the
Maldivians, when well directed.
